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2008-2009 JBQ INFORMATION

The State Junior Bible Quiz Committee understands that the primary goal of Junior Bible Quiz is helping children to learn God’s Word. The purpose of the committee is to accomplish this goal by providing and promoting a Junior Bible Quiz program and atmosphere that gives children a fun and competitive way to learn God’s Word.

ELIGIBILITY

National Guidelines restrict eligibility to children going into grades 1-6 as of September 1st of the quizzing year. However, in Minnesota Kindergartners can participate if in the best interest of the team.

JBQ LEAGUES 

Each League will have two divisions – Experienced and Rookie. If you are 2nd grade and under you may remain in the rookie league without a point limit if they wish.  3rd graders must move to the experienced league after they reach 30 points and 4th-6th graders must move to the experienced league after they reach 20 points.  If unsure of eligibility or desire consideration for special circumstances, send requests in writing with your registration by the registration deadline. There is the potential for a ‘B’ Division – those teams in the Experienced Division not feeling ready to participate on championship level. The teams in the ‘B’ Division would not be eligible to go to the State Championship meet.  This is decided by your league coordinator.
After we have received all registrations, the leagues will be set up and you will receive notification of your league and the name of your League Coordinator. The Coordinator will contact you regarding the locations and times of the league meets. 

RULES

We will be following the Junior Bible Quiz Rules, which are available from Gospel Publishing House (GPH) with a few exceptions explained by your league coordinator.  Please see the enclosed sheet for item numbers, prices and a toll-free number to use when ordering. 

JBQ FACT PAKS

Either the King James or the New International Version cards may be used. JBQ Fact Pak’s are available from GPH. It is recommended that each Quizzer use only one version for all of their answers.

OFFICIAL CERTIFICATION

A certification procedure was introduced ten years ago. The purpose of the open book testing is to make officials knowledgeable of the rules and mechanics of JBQ. All League Coordinators, Coaches, Quizmasters, Scorekeepers, Timekeepers and Judges are required to be certified.  The cycle of the testing has changed. It has been decided to change testing cycle to every other year. If you took the test in 2006 you do not need to retake it this year, however, if you did not take the test last year you must take it this year to participate in the State Championship.
AWARDS

Ribbons will be awarded at each League Meet to the top individual scorers in each division. At the March meet, trophies will be given to the top three teams of each division by their win-loss record from the four league meets. In addition, the Christian Spirit Award will be given to the church that best exemplifies Christian attitudes toward officials, quizzers and other teams, and behavior before, during and after meets. This is determined by a vote taken by all teams in the league. 

STATE CHAMPIONSHIP

After the last league meet, the top two teams of each division (Rookie and Experienced) of each league will go to the State Championship round robin tournament. Two teams from the same church can qualify for the championship and participate. If a qualifying team chooses not to advance from league competition, those members are then eligible to fill roster spots on a qualifying team from the same church. If a team qualifies and does not have a full roster of eight quizzers and the church has teams that did not qualify, it may fill the open spot with quizzers from those teams. A 4th place team may petition to fill any open spots that may exist. Teams must remain the same through the four qualifying league meets and the state meet other than to fill a roster.
